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- The second annual recital was given by
the faculty of ihe Nebraska Wesleyan
university conservatory of music of Lin-
coln on Friday evening at the First Meth-
odist church before a fair-sized and en-
thusiastic audience.

Edmund Toerstel, who was with the
faculty last season. rendered in a very
pleasing manner *‘Allegro de Concert,” by
Bazzini, “Legende,”” Wieniawski and Hun-
garian dance by Brahms-Joachim.

She is an
nteresting singer to look at, and her
nterpretations are full of charm. The
Reger songs arve delightfully quaint and
jeautiful, and were sung with an exqui-
site pianissimo. Mrs. Helms closed the
arogram with the Polonaise from ‘“‘Afig-
aon,”’ by Thomas.
